Arrival Instructions:

¢ As you enter from 4th Street, please stay to the left
side.

¢ Buses will drive straight through the lot to drop off at
the back of the building.

e Cars will loop around to the front for drop-off.

o Staff and teachers will be outside to assist with
unloading. We ask that you follow the “fireman method”: Stop, Drop, and Roll.

¢ When exiting, please turn right onto Broad Street. Signs will be posted as reminders.

¢ Do not block the bus exit back to 4th Street.

Pick-Up Reminders:

 Early Childhood (EC) dismisses at 3:00 PM and uses the inside lane along the fence.

e Parents picking up both EC and school-age children should use the outside lane, as
do all K-8 families.

¢ We have a system in place and appreciate your cooperation.

¢ The first week may take a little extra time, so thank you for your patience as we
ensure each child gets into the correct car.

¢ If you haven't received your name tag by the first day, please make sure it is posted
on the passenger side window going forward. We'll be reading names at least twice
during our well-planned dismissal process.

Important Update Regarding State-Funded Materials

We want to make you aware that due to the unpassed Pennsylvania state budget, we
have been unable to secure some of our textbooks and instructional materials that are
typically funded through state programs.

Fortunately, for several content areas, we've been planning ahead and already have the
necessary books in place. However, many of the quotes we secured over the summer for
additional materials are now being returned to principals for updates and resubmission.
This process cannot move forward until the budget is passed and funding allocations are
made.

The last time we experienced a similar delay, we didn't receive our textbooks until late
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May or early June. While this is frustrating and time-consuming, please rest assured that:

¢ Steel gray pants with dark belt
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e Maroon polo shirt—long or short sleeve with logo
e Maroon V-neck sweater, vest or button down sweater
e Gray or black dress socks
¢ Black Dress shoes—anything that qualifies as a sneaker or a boot is not acceptable-
no skater shoes
 Steel gray walking shorts with dark belt (until Nov. 1st/after April 1st)
Girls — First to Grade 8
o Steel gray skorts, kilt, pants with black belt and maroon polo shirt with logo
e Gray or maroon socks or tights
e Maroon V-neck sweater, vest or button down sweater
¢ Black Dress shoes—no more than one inch heel, no clogs or sandals
o Steel gray walking shorts with dark belt (until Nov. 1st/after April 1st)
Gym Uniform
e Maroon sweatpants with logo
e Maroon sweatshirt with logo
